What is Pressure Seal?

The Pressure seal system enables one document to be created without the need for separate envelopes and vastly improves the speed and efficiency of the mailing process, as there is no need to fold the forms or stuff and seal envelopes.

It is ideal for many applications, particularly payslips, tax advice forms, cheques, remittance advices, direct mail and more.

How do they work?

Pressure seal forms have glue applied to specific areas of the form front and back.  The glue isn’t heat or moisture sensitive and will not stick to paper allowing the forms to be stacked directly on top of each other.  When the paper passes through the sealing machine, the form is folded and the glue areas are aligned against each other before passing through sealing rollers.   The glued areas bond together through the pressure applied and thus seals the form.

What types of forms are there?      
There are Z, C and V fold.   
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C fold is folded into three but in the shape of a C.  This fold requires duplex printing, and four of the six panels can be concealed.
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V fold is folded in half, giving four panels, two of which can be concealed.  With only one fold required, this allows almost a full page for personalised information.
